Any student in good standing may run for office. 
There are three, separate offices to consider running for:
Student Government Association (SGA) Executive Board:

SIX available positions. Five available spots for rising Seniors and one spot for a rising Junior.
*Must have been in the SGA/Leadership Training Class for at least one year prior to running and must register for the class for the 2020-21 school year. 
Student Advisory Committee (SAC):
FOUR available positions. Officers meet with delegates from FCPS schools and our superintendent to discuss issues concerning FCPS students/policies etc. This position requires you to miss school once a month and travel to various schools within the county. SAC is open to rising Juniors and Seniors. Transportation to SAC meetings is NOT provided by LBSS for this position. You may run for SAC AND Class Office OR SGA Office.
Class Office Executive Board:
Represent your graduating class! FIVE available positions for each graduating class’ executive board. 
You cannot run for both Class office and SGA office!

ELECTION RULES

ADVERTISING
· No campaigning of any sort will be allowed except during the weeks of March 16th – 27th    
· The value of campaign materials used may not exceed $50.  Students need to keep track of this on their own and keep all receipts readily available because they may be asked to present it to the election committee at its discretion.
· Campaign materials can be posted in specific areas of the school building based on office sought.
· No campaign materials should be posted inside the cafeteria or gym. Avoid covering any clocks, doors, lockers, existing signs, windows or ceiling tiles.
· No derogatory or defaming campaigning will be tolerated.  Candidates shall not post over, take down, or vandalize in any way the election materials of other candidates.  If any candidate is found to be involved in this behavior, they will be removed from the ballot (see disqualification proceedings below).
· No candidate may post more than seven posters total per office sought.  You may have two banner-size posters, which may be as big as 50 square feet.  Other posters may not exceed 3ft x 3ft.  Do not hang posters from the ceiling.  
· Signs must have an official stamp that designates them as approved.  Any poster not bearing this stamp may be removed.  It is your responsibility to bring these signs to the Activities Office for approval stamping!  
· Candidates with the same name (first or last) should distinguish who they are or the exact position they are running for on their posters. 
** No flyers may be posted or distributed.  No one may paint the bear! **

CAMPAIGN VIDEO
All candidates are required to create a campaign video on their own. This video will run on the Morning Bru during campaign week. You will need to submit the video by March 11th.  It can be emailed to bruinsga@gmail.com or turned in on a flash drive in H219 or H210. Make sure the file name is your name. 

Rules
· Videos must be saved in .mp4, .mov or.avi. YouTube links are not permitted.

· No longer than 1 minute 30 seconds

· No more than two additional students may participate. 
· LBSS staff and faculty may NOT participate in your video

· Videos should be both entertaining and informative, but always appropriate! 
· Videos should explain why you are running for your position and goals that you have for the 2020-21 school year. 
· You may post your video onto social media ONLY during campaign week! 
If your video is in violation of SR&R or above rules, then you are subject to disqualification AND a discipline referral. 
VOTING

· All voting will be done through Google classroom March 23rd – 27th  
· Election results will be determined by plurality. A run-off will be held only if there is an exact tie between the top vote getters.
· Candidates will be privately notified of election results on Friday, March 27th. This will be after school in Room H219.
· Current SGA Officers will release results in the presence of the SGA and Class Sponsors.
CONDUCT
· Candidates are responsible for the actions of their informal campaign staff with regards to rules mentioned here.

· Failure to comply with any of the rules will result in disqualification. The Election Committee will make a recommendation of disqualification to the SGA sponsors and the Director of Student Activities.  This will be the board to determine and enforce disqualification.
